directors of the IIKA.

| received the Lifetime Achievement award in 2000.

| was Renominated to the board of IIKA in 2001.

| was certified to rank of Hachi-Dan on May 4, 2002.

| was inducted into the International Isshin-ryu Karate Hall of Fame on August 4,
2002. Inducted into the World Karate Union Hall of Fame in 2003.



With a strong desire to learn more and amplify my skills in the art | am currently began
training under Grandmaster Jeffery J. Delaney (Hawaii) and Professor Lisa McManus in
Modern Arnis.

With over 30 years of experience, | share my knowledge of martial arts by being open
minded to those who have a desire to learn.
